
Improved Eastern Trail to Portland Amtrak Spur Trail 
 
Soon after the first edition of the Eastern Trail Guide was published, Portland Trails 
opened its Fore River Trail providing a direct, mostly off-road, connection between 
Commercial St. and Portland’s Amtrak station.
