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Old Orchard Beach Trail Opening: Great Success!

The newest 1.6 miles of off-road trail section
connecting Scarborough Marsh to Old
Orchard Beach was completed early this
summer, and the opening celebration for
this new trail addition proved to be a great
success!

This new section of the trail was designed
by Milone & MacBroom of Freeport and
constructed by A.H. Grover, Inc. of
Yarmouth, between April and July of this
year. The site improvements include 1.6
miles of 12-foot wide compacted stone dust
trail surface, drainage improvements, new
trail signage, a new ET kiosk, and additional
parking.

The Town of Old Orchard Beach hosted
the grand opening event on July 1, 2008, at
the new trail head on Milliken Mills Road
off Route 98. Attending were about 40
people, including ETA and ETMD members
and trustees, citizens from Old Orchard
Beach and Scarborough, and representatives
from MDOT, Granite State Gas
Transmission, and Central Maine Power.

ETA President, John Andrews and ETMD
President, Bob Hamblen thanked all those
who had been active in the trail’s
establishment with the presentation of six
Eastern Trail Awards of Appreciation.
MDOT Commissioner, David Cole spoke
in support of the Eastern Trail, and
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representatives from the offices of Tom
Allen and Susan Collins each read letters
of support. Tony Barrett, an East Coast
Greenway trustee, discussed the importance
of the Eastern Trail in relation to the national
ECG route and presented a new East Coast
Greenway trail marker to Mr. Andrews and
Mr. Hamblen.

The final ribbon cutting ceremony was
